Documents and reference: Original document: B.8 as of 5.5.2011; changes according to TAP Phase 1 (team meeting of March 26, 2012 and EG3 meeting of December 13, 2011)

Project information: add the requirement that every company involved in RU/IM Message exchange and retail data provision or exhchange has to have a company code

Problem/need: Chapter 3 of TD B.8 currently states that “every company […] shall be entitled to a code”. This gives a right to every company, but not an obligation. For the use of all messages in B.30, B.5, B.6 and B.10 and the information provision according to B.1, B.2, B.3 and B.4; companies exchanging data have to enter their valid company code. It is only via that company code that the company is identified in these messages/data.

With not having the obligation to have a company code, this message exchange cannot be fulfilled. There is also the risk of using invalid codes (own creations or another company’s code); with the risk of misleading information.

Solution proposal by submitter: Therefore it is proposed to add the following sentence in chapter 3 of TD B.8, in the bullet points after “The following rules shall apply when allocating company codes”:

“Every company taking part in the message exchange according to B.5, B.7, B.10 and/or B.30 as well as every company referenced on a ticket according to B.6 and every company falling under obligations to make available data according to B.1, B.2, B.3 and B.4 has to have a valid company code.

The company codes attributed to a company that has more than one role (e.g. passenger RU and IM) have to reflect the different possible addressees during the data exchange of the RU/IM messages. Therefore in this case each role would need to have a separately identified company code (e.g. one code for the passenger RU division and another one for the IM division).

It is also possible to have several codes for one company if the roles shall be further distinguished amongst freight RU and passenger RU.”
The remaining bullet points remain as is.
